2021 was an Assessment Revaluation Methis happens ever 4 year s where the entire prov
redone. In the RM of Martin Agriculture land assessment went up almost 24%, Residential went down by about 27% anc
Commercial in general went up about 14%. The challenge was to try gnd\erall taxes relatively the same as last year, which

we were able to accomplish by increasing the Mill Rate Factors for Commercial and Residential and lowering the factor for
agricultural land. There had not been an increase in Agriculture taxedefar years and because of the juggling of Mill Rate
Factors and another increase in ag land the average farm quarter will go up approximately $50. Overall tax levy iscexpected
increase only about $15,000 with the increase to farm land.

Correction Line (Township Road 150) Repair

The Correction Ling(TownshipRoad150.3 to 150.yroad was a project that has been on the radar for a number of Yearfob

ended up being a bigger fix than originally expectedwadended up doing almost 4 milesrepairs instead of the 2.0 that we had
originally estimated.

As you can see from your Tax Notice there is no mill rate tax increase this thiRate remains the same! The Mill Rate is

CIVIC ADDRESSING

You may have heard about Civic Addressing or are starting to see little blue signs in neighbouring RM’s.

Civic Addressing is a province-wide standardized system of identifying and locating properties by

establishing unique access point locations and can be used to assist emergency responders.

The RM has been working on this project for a couple of years and one of the early steps was to review

all the road names in the RM. Addresses were verified, deleted and modified based on a list that was

generated for the RM by the Civic Addressing Registry (CAR). This required another level of training and

access to the CAR website in order to validate the address points.

The addresses were determined by distance/lots and either the east Range Road or south Township

Road. For Instance:132180 Township Road 150 meatte Range Road321to the east agmeans
the Lot Number and of course Township Road 150 is the road where the house is It Rang
Road 1335 means the Township R@&dto the south an@2 means the Lot Number and of course Ran
Road 1335 is the road where the house is located. If the road has a special name or Grid Road N
the number means the Lot # (ie 1261 Highway 11®&07Grid Road 78 NJ cbn  { K NLIS Q&
Itis up to each RM to decide how they will handle signage and as there are different options ranging from

the RM paying for and installing signs to having ratepayers pay for the signs. There will be more

information coming about signage in 2022 so please stay tuned!

You will notice on your Tax Notice your Civic Address —in preparation of the Civic Addressing coming into

effect your address is being entered into the Civic Address Database, but currently is not operational.

The Farm Stewardship Program provides funding to
Saskatchewan producers to implement Beneficial
Management Practices in the priority areas of water,
climate change and biodiversity.

It focuses on:

» Improving water quality

» Reducing in greenhouse gas emissions

» Enhancing resilience in the agriculture sector
» Maintaining biodiversity

The Farm & Ranch Water Infrastucture Program is
designedto:

» support the development of secure and sustainable
water sources for agricultural use in Saskatchewan

» Mitigate the impact of drought

» Improve public safety and reduce potential
groundwater contamination through well
decommissioning

Projects eligible for funding through the Farm
Stewardship Program:

» Seeding annual cropland to perennial tame or
native forage

» Fencing projects for riparian grazing management
and native grassland management

» Livestock stewardship — corral relocation, surface
runoff control, improved manure storage, improved
carcass disposal, nutrient management planning

» Drainage Stewardship — installation of water control
and erosion control structures

» Invasive Plant Biocontrol & Targeted Grazing —
targeted small ruminant grazing and insect
biological control

» Variable Rate Mapping - consultation and soil
sampling to create initial zone maps for variable

To be eligible for cost-share funding to implement beneficial management practices (BMPs) on your farm
or to apply for water development or well decommissioning projects, you must:

» Demonstrate a minimum of $50,000 gross farm income in Saskatchewan

» Provide a Premises |dentification Number (PID) if involved in livestock operations

» Comply with any regulatory requirements, including any required permits or approvals

» For pre-approval projects, no work can be done prior to receiving written approval for the project

» For the Variable Rate Mapping BMP, you must have an Environmental Farm Plan certificate or other
sustainability initiative (Verified Beef Production Plus, 4R Nutrient Stewardship or an International Sustainability

and Carbon Certificate)
» *BMPs may have additional eligibility requirements
